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Phonics Information Sheet

Letters and Sounds
The children will be taught synthetic phonics via the Letters and Sounds programme. The programme is designed to begin in the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) and is made up of six phases, which are taught in daily phonics lessons throughout EYFS and Key Stage 1. The programme covers the introduction of letter phonemes, blending and segmenting skills, common exception words (or tricky words) and high frequency words, before teaching alternative graphemes and alternative pronunciations, tenses and suffixes.
