July 2024 accompanies this covering letter. The report will also be accessible via the school website today
and published on the official Ofsted report website, eight working days from today’s date.

The purpose of an ungraded inspection is to gauge whether a school continues to be ‘good’ as indicated in
our previous report in February 2019, or to ascertain whether there is evidence to suggest a school is above
or below its original grading.
